Just a little tip to share for Earth Day.  This is actually a very good book about basic home gardening, if you ignore the parts where she expresses her great fondness for DDT.  It was a different time.

 

We are chock-full of primo plants right now.  Almost all of our spring shipments have come in and we are overflowing with boxwoods, viburnums, magnolias, Japanese maples, and dogwoods to name just a few.  Magnolia virginiana 6' just off the truck today.  So many boxwoods!  Check out the Buxus 'Titan', a Korean type with big, extra-glossy leaves.  And our fat 'Green Velvets', one of our best-selling plants of all.

 

The azaleas are starting to bloom now.  'Karen' is in full bloom, 'Stewartstonian' bud and bloom, and 'Cascade' still in bud.  Our rhododendrons are (just barely) beginning to open as well.  We are running about a week to 10 days ahead of regular bloom times due to this long stretch of above-average temps.
