The mums are in! Can't believe it's that time of year already. Assorted
colors, perfect, tight mounds, buds just starting to open.
 
This is the time of year when most plants start looking tired, but we still
have some fresh, beautiful stuff:
 
Lots of evergreens look super, plenty of 'Bizon Blue' Colorado spruces to
pick from, 4-, 5-, and 6-foot.
 
We still have great batches of 'Gold Mop'-type chamaecyparis, 'King's Gold'
#3 is the biggest and best, 'Sungold' #3 is nice too, more green than yellow
for a more subdued look.
 
We have some great batches of junipers, also in 3 -gallons, 'Angelica Blue'
is really bright and showy, some fat 'Nick's Compact' and 'Sea Green' too.
 
A few late-bloomers are just starting to put on their show: Caryopteris
'Dark Knight' #3 is a soft blue haze, Hibiscus 'Lady Baltimore' (pink) and
'Lord Baltimore' (red) #3 still in bud, Ceratostigma plumbaginoides #1 with
electric blue flowers, and Aster 'Wood's Light Blue' and 'Wood's Pink' #1
starting to pop.
 
Went to NYC last week and managed to include a trip to the NY Botanic
Garden. Here's a photo of the original 'R.H. Montgomery' blue spruce...
the one that we say gets 5' x 5'! Like Mike Dirr says, plants don't always
read the catalogs to know how big they're supposed to get.
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
