Walked the nursery yesterday, looking for hot plants.  Snacked on peaches right off the tree... I have the best job!  Here's what stood out:
 

We have a new althea called 'Sugar Tip' that I am rather fond of.  The creamy white variegation and the soft pink, double flowers go well together.  Part of the "Proven Winners" collection.
 

Why not try a native chokeberry (Aronia) instead of burning bush on your next job?  'Viking' has showy, fat, black fruits now.  The leaves turn blazing red in fall, it grows fast, and it tolerates both wet and dry soil.
 

We have some giant 5 gal. bayberries, most of which are pushing 4' tall.  Makes a tough, fast-growing, moderately-sized screen.  For immediate screen, we have some 10' 'Wintergreen' arborvitae that would make a great living fence.  And most our 5' 'Emerald' arbs really ought to be called 6'.
 

Have you considered river birch as a patio tree?  We have some nice 'Summer Cascade' specimens... they get only 6' tall by 10' spread, with a weeping, Japanese-maple-type habit.  And our 7 gal. 'Limelight' hydrangea standards are to die for.  Another "Proven Winner", and is it ever.
 

We've got some gorgeous variegated Japanese irises.  What a great plant.  And we do have a few nice Hakonechloas left, but they won't last long.
