The
plants have responded with great enthusiasm to all the rain and cool weather
we've been having, and instead of looking tired like they usually do this
time of year, they are lush and happy.
 
Some standouts:
 
Rhus 'Tiger Eyes', 3- and 7-gallon... neon yellow foliage, I think they
might just glow in the dark
Forsythia 'Kumson', 5-gallon... bizarre netted variegation--see photo
Hydrangea quercifolia 'Snow Queen', 5-gallon, clean foliage, nice husky
plants
Acer palmatum 'Tamukeyama', 10-gallon, lots to pick from, great shape, size,
and color
Sorbaria sorbifolia, 5-gallon, grows like gangbusters, good filler or
screen, gets fluffy white flowers and lovely fall color
Spirea 'Anthony Waterer', 3-gallon, still have lots of hot pink blooms,
spireas are loving the cool weather
 
It has been so mild that we have been able to dig 20 6' Amelanchier 'Autumn
Brilliance' on what is, on average, the hottest day of the year. Nice full
plants, clump form.
 
We've got new batches of Norway spruce, white pine, and Canadian hemlock now
available, 5' and 6'.
 
Perennial houses are like a crazy quilt of color. We've got some really fat
Lavender 'Munstead', great new batch of Leucanthemum 'Becky', Aster 'Wood's
Light Blue', lousy with buds, and so much more!
