Maybe not the best working weather lately but the plants have responded
enthusiastically to all the rain. Overall, I would say the container crops
are some of the best we've ever had. I've been checking on batches that are
close to being ready and am finding great new stuff every day.
 
We have a beautiful batch of 400 Clethra 'Hummingbird' 3-gal. at the farm
that is not even on our on-line inventory yet. They are full and loaded
with buds; we will start cherry-picking the bigger ones and sending them to
the nursery for sale. We also have a small batch of Clethra 'September
Beauty' 3-gal. from last year, with lots of flower buds. It doesn't really
bloom in September, but in late July and August, just after 'Hummingbird'
and the other varieties.
 
I found 34 Spring Grove arbs in the heel-in beds! We dug these in the
spring for stock but they must have got lost in the shuffle, because as
popular as they are, there's no reason they should still be here. They look
good and are ready to go.
 
New batches of perennials coming on... Rudbeckia 'Goldsturm' has buds and is
a great-looking crop. Also the ever-popular Geranium 'Rozanne' with buds
and blooms. Gaura 'Whirling Butterflies' with its airy white flowers. And
Lilium 'Stargazer' still in tight bud, get 'em before they bloom and enjoy
the show in July.
