I spent two days at the farm last week checking on crops that were close to
being ready. Took lots of photos and notes, here are a few highlights:
 
Our showiest plant has GOT to be the 5-gallon 'Endless Summer' hydrangeas.
Loaded with buds and blooms, big, fat, full, and sturdy.
 
Some mesmerizingly colorful Weigela 'My Monet' 2-gallon and 5-gallon. A
compact, neat dwarf with a mosaic of colors on each leaf.
 
Ilex 'Blue Princess' #5--several different batches to pick from, including
some really dense and heavy ones, good value. 'Shamrock' inkberry hollies,
#3, probably the best batch we have ever had, super color, tight.
 
Fat 3-gallon Juniper 'Nick's Compact' and Juniper 'Sea Green'. Still some
big and bright Chamaecyparis 'King's Gold' 3-gallon, a 'Gold Mop'
look-alike.
 
Some monster Aronia 'Viking' #3, way bigger than a 3-gallon ought to be.
 
Back here at the nursery... had several requests this spring for mimosa
trees, so I finally got a few in, 5-gallon Albizia julibrissin. Also on
that truck some espaliered Pyracantha 'Yukon Belle.'
 
And don't forget the perennials! Most daylilies are in bud and getting
ready to pop, Astilbe 'Visions' and 'Visions in Pink' just starting to
bloom, buds & blooms on Coreopsis 'Sunray' and much more...
