Isn't it good, Norwegian wood
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Finally got some 6' Norway spruce in yesterday, should be getting some more
5' today. Also got some 6' white pines on that load.
 
We are still getting a steady trickle of trucks in with fresh stock. Got a
batch of perfect 3 gal. 'Soft Touch' hollies in this week.
 
Speaking of hollies, we have something new... it's called 'Maryland Dwarf'
and is a low-growing, shrub-form American holly. We're growing them in 5
gallons, they have a nice flush of new foliage and are ready to go.
Unusual!
 
Clematis are red-hot. Buds opening now... pink, white, lavender, and red.
 
We have some good-looking 5 gallon Hydrangea paniculata 'Barbara' aka 'The
Swan'. Not just another paniculata--it has enormous flowers in summer, not
to be confused with any other type. 'Endless Summer' hydrangeas are looking
great, setting flower buds already, these are beefy plants from last year,
3-, 5-, and 7-gallon.
 
Japanese maples are stunning with their bright new foliage. And, the aphids
have moved on! Have you ever seen them as bad as they were this year?
Ten-gallon home-grown 'Tamukeyama' is outrageous...
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
