Lots more of the
staples: boxwoods, burning bush, hydrangeas, magnolias, arborvitae,
viburnums. Place your order now and we will hold your plants until you are
ready for them. Last date for pick up or delivery of spring orders is April
15.
 
Just received a couple nice batches of 'Thume' globe blue spruce, 24" and
30" low graft, and a few standard form that just came in and aren't even in
the computer yet. Locally grown, big and meaty, and blue blue blue.
 
I'm loving Viburnum 'Winterthur' right now. It's handsome enough in the
summer with its super-glossy olive-green leaves but now those leaves have
changed to a deep burgundy-purple. It gets unique, multi-colored "berries"
as well, but needs a another selection, like 'Pollinator', for best fruit
set.
 
Flowers are nearly all done, but the aptly named Iris 'Immortality' keeps
going. It is still trying to bloom, even after multiple light frosts!
Still some buds and one big fat bloom. Too cool.
