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Still waiting on some rain, in the meantime we have started receiving
shipments from our Tennesee farm. Got the first load Friday, with 2.5'
Viburnum 'Juddii', 2' & 2.5' burning bush, 2.5' Hydrangea 'Snow Queen', 5'
Emerald arborvitae, and 4' Viburnum 'Alleghany'. We'll get another load
tomorrow, no word yet on what exactly will be on it.
 
Hydrangea 'Endless Summer' 7 gallons are STILL blooming! They look as fresh
and colorful as in July. Three gallon and fives also nice.
 
We are now growing spicebush (Lindera benzoin) and have our first crop
ready. A handsome, easy to grow native for shade, and deer don't like the
taste of the spicy leaves. Spicebush swallowtail butterfly caterpillars do
love the taste, however, so don't spray!
 
Lots of great-looking King's Gold Chamaecyparis available now, also
lookalikes Gold Mop and Lemon Thread. These were in short supply last year
so we decided to load up this year and not run out of these top-sellers.
 
We've got some beautiful 7 gallon Arnold's Promise witchhazels, 3'+ and
loaded with flower buds. Plant 'em now for a great show in February and
March.
