I went to our Hebron farm this week to check on the last wave of 2009 crops.
They have so much stuff that they are having a hard time squeezing it all
into the houses before winter. Including:
 
Rhamnus 'Fine Line' 5 gal.--Are you using this plant yet? So useful, it
fits itself into a narrow space, only getting 2.5' wide. Foliage is
feathery and handsome, a rich green turning buttery yellow very soon.
 
Some crops of grasses are already pot-full, like over 1000 new 3 gal.
Miscanthus 'Gracillimus', lush and bright green, and almost 900 3 gal.
Calamagrostis 'Karl Foerster'.
 
Clethra 'Sixteen Candles' 3 gal.--An improved 'Hummingbird'... Dwarf form,
fragrant white flowers in summer, brilliant gold leaves in fall (still green
now). These are full but compact, pretty much perfect.
 
Fothergilla gardenii 3 gal.--You would be hard-pressed to come up with any
shrub whose fall color can compare to fothergilla. Purple, red, yellow,
orange--like a sweetgum (to which it is related). They are still completely
green, so the show has not begun.
 
We still have some daffodil, tulip, and crocus bulbs available. And we can
special-order any varieties we don't have in stock.
