Norway spruce, 5' and 6' white pines, a few 5' and 6' Serbian spruce, and
some great 5' Colorado blue spruce which are fat and dense with good color
and shape, big savings over the named varieties. Also got in a new item,
some 7 gallon Thuja plicata 'Steeplechase', a branch sport of 'Green Giant'
which has a dense, sturdy habit and suffers less ice and wind damage than
'Green Giant'. Got a small batch of 5' Emerald Green arbs in, they will go
fast...
 
Also just in are some fat and sassy 5 gallon Rudy Haag burning bush. I have
waxed poetic about these before, a true dwarf that needs no trimming, little
or no fruit and so is not invasive like other forms can be.
 
Amsonia hubrictii is beginning to turn golden, a designer's favorite,
beautiful, feathery, one-of-a-kind texture. Iris 'Immortality' putting out
a few crazy-big blooms, a reliable rebloomer but always a surprise to see it
flowering in the fall.
 
Our Tennesse farm got a little rain and they are just starting to dig this
week. We'll be getting the first trucks soon...
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
