Although it has been a tough, hot and dry summer, we have lots of plants looking sharp and waiting for good homes.  Some highlights:
 

Hydrangea paniculata 'Little Lime' #3--A new dwarf variety of 'Limelight', gets only 3-5' tall.  They were potted and trimmed late, so are just blooming now.
 

Althea (Hibiscus syricus) 'Fiji' #2--These are also blooming late with lots of light pink and red-splashed blooms.  We also have 'Tahiti' and 'Bali', from the same series.
 

Cornus florida 'Cloud Nine' 6'--Probably my favorite dogwood.  Great branching structure and always has lots of blooms, even on small plants.  Loaded with fruit.
 

Cornus florida 'Spring Grove' 1.5"--From Cincinnati's own Spring Grove Cemetery.  I can't believe we haven't sold these yet; they're hot.  Fall color is beginning.
 

Viburnum dentatum 'Chicago Lustre' 4'--Nice, full screening/massing plants.  Berries are quite showy--dark blue like small blueberries.
 

Chionanthus retusus 'China Snow' 5'--Are you familiar with this plant?  Chinese fringe tree is tough, drought-tolerant, disease- and insect-free, and underused.  Shrub form.
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
